Allene worked as a secretary for Williams Bus Lines and later for the
Waynesville RVI School District at Wood Middle School where she had many
friends. 

 

She and Ralph spent her retirement years travelling with family, visiting with
family and friends, antiquing, gardening, and enjoying their grandchildren.
They became members of the Waynesville United Methodist Church and felt
at home there. When Ralph fell ill she cared for him at home as long as she
could and then visited him daily at Life Care Center in Waynesville.
