Brock Andrew Vogt, son of Steven Francis Vogt and Ellen Kay (Curtis) Brown,
was born January 4, 1984 in Jefferson City, Missouri. He passed away
Monday, October 31, 2016 in the University of Missouri Hospital and Clinics of
Columbia, Missouri having attained the age of 32 years, 9 months and 27
days. 

 

As a young boy, Brock grew up in the Newburg / Doolittle area. He attended
Newburg Elementary and graduated from Newburg High School in 2002. After
graduating from high school, Brock attended Columbia College in Rolla,
Missouri and obtained an Associates Degree in Criminal Justice in June 2005.

In 2002, Brock began working as a dispatcher with the Rolla Police
Department. He worked there until June 2006 at which time he became a
police officer with the department. In July 2008, after completing training,
Brock became a Missouri State Highway Patrol Trooper. He served the state
of Missouri faithfully until October 2014. 

 

After leaving the Highway Patrol, Brock began working as a para-professional
for the Swedeborg R-3 School District with K-8th grades. He loved his
students and made learning fun for them. 

 

Brock had obtained Life Rank with the Boy Scouts of America. He was an avid

also enjoyed going on family outings, especially family vacations.
