
Edward Lee Bohannon
May 9, 1922 - October 27, 2011

Edward Lee Bohannon was born to J. “Lynn” and Edna (Lutz) Bohannon on
May 9, 1922 in Richland, Missouri. Edward departed this life at St. Johns
Hospital in Lebanon on October 27, 2011 at the age of 89. 

 

Ed grew up in the Richland area and was a graduate of Richland High School
Class of 1940. 

 

From an early age, Ed worked in the family business, established by his
grandfather in 1918, until it closed in 2000. 

 

On Christmas Day, 1943, Ed married his high school sweetheart, Mary Belle
Williams. They shared over 67 years of marriage together and were blessed
with one son, David Lynn Bohannon in 1947. 

 

Immediately after Ed and Mary’s wedding ceremony, Ed departed for Northern
France where he served in the United States Army during World War II. He
returned home in January 1946 and was discharged from the service. He was
awarded the Bronze Star Medal and the Good Conduct Medal for his faithful
service. 

 

Before their marriage, Ed and Mary worked together in the Bohannon family
dairy where Ed drove the truck and Mary did the accounting along with Ed’s



brother Lloyd who delivered milk in the city of Richland. They continued
working together after their marriage in the family business and also
purchased a farm where they raised both cattle and turkeys. 

 

In October 1957, Ed and Mary were both baptized in the First Christian
Church and Ed served there as a deacon and supported the church in many
other ways. He was always willing to help others in their time of need. 
Ed was a loving husband and father and will be greatly missed by all those
that knew and loved him. He is survived by his wife Mary and son David
Bohannon both of Richland, MO; one brother-in-law: Bill Williams and his wife;
nieces, nephews, and friends. 

 

Ed was preceded in death by his parents J. “Lynn” and Edna (Lutz) Bohannon
and one brother Lloyd Bohannon.
