She worked as a retail clerk for AAFES and later as a Manager of the
Sergeant Majors Academy Shoppette and retired after 20 years of
distinguished service. Gisela was a member of the St Jude Catholic Church of
Richland, Missouri. She was also a member of the Eastern Star of Frankfurt,
Germany and was an active member of the El Paso Northgate Optimist club
and was one of the clubs Past Presidents. Gisela enjoyed spending time with
her family and had a number of hobbies and interest including; raising and



caring for her Yorkshire terrier dogs, knitting various items, playing bingo and
watching family movies.
