In his spare time, Harry enjoyed being outdoors while fishing and hunting and
also liked to do mechanical work.

Even though he often had a hard time showing it, Harry deeply loved his
children and grandchildren.

Harry passed away Saturday, January 4, 2025, in the Dixon Nursing and
Rehab Center of Dixon, Missouri having attained the age of 71 years.
