June 14, 1947 - January 4, 2024

Army Veteran, Jerry Wayne Henry, also affectionately called, “Peach” was
born June 14, 1947, in Richland, Missouri, where he grew up, attended
school, and lived out his life. 

Peach was baptized during Vacation Bible School in the First Baptist Church
of Richland. 

 

He married Diana Henson in 1969. Together they were blessed with one son,
Tracy. Tragically Peach and Diana’s time together was brief due to the death
of his beloved wife and infant due to complications during the birth of their
second child in 1972. 

Peach later married Clairene Barrett in 1974, five children were born, Candy,
Catrina, Jerry, Carrie, and Justin. Peach and Clairene shared over twenty-nine
years of love and wonderful memories together. 

 

Peach was selected into the United States Army in May 1967 where he
faithfully served his country. During that time, he became a combat engineer
and fought in the Vietnam War; receiving two bronze service stars before
being honorably discharged in May of 1973. 

 

He spent most of his years working in construction. He loved his family, cars,



fishing, camping, floating, and traveling. His most favorite times were spent
with his family during karaoke nights and snuggling new babies. 

Peach, passed away on the afternoon of Thursday, January 4, 2024,
surrounded by his loving family, while in the Lake Regional Health System of
Osage Beach, Missouri, having attained the age of 76.
