Wayne married his sweetheart, Carol “Sue” Varner, on October 24, 1965 in
Louisburg, Missouri and later was blessed by God with two precious children,
Shayne and Tisha. Wayne and Sue had enjoyed over fifty years of laughter
and love together before his passing. 

 

Wayne also worked for United Telephone, which eventually ended up as
Centurylink, before retiring in 2012. After years of hard work Wayne was free
to enjoy his passion for automobiles whether fabrication or mechanical he was
all in. His garage was like his ministry, changing lives of everyone who visited
him there with just words of encouragement and truth. Wayne always kept his
eye peeled while driving the highways for his next project car. Even his family
kept him busy working on lots of projects but he just never seemed to mind.
He was an avid race fan and had raced stock cars for several years. Wayne,
Sue and grandson Braden, especially loved going to car shows. Wayne was a
member of the Fun Runners Car Club and enjoyed the comradery with his
friends. However, Wayne’s family was the most important thing to him in this
life, especially his four grandchildren who he dearly loved and adored.
