MSGT (Ret) Sidney Allen Wilson, son of the late Granville Harvey and Hazel

In his spare time, Sidney loved being outdoors while hunting, fishing and
camping. He was an avid gun advocate and also enjoyed motorcycling,
watching WWE and his favorite football team, the Dallas Cowboys. Sidney
was known for his sweet tooth, especially when it came to chocolate and ice
cream. Most importantly, he loved spending time with his family.

Sidney had made a profession of faith at an early age and was baptized. He
was a member of the First Baptist Church of Waynesville and was a faithful
member until his health started to decline. He loved his church family and
attending Bible study.

Sidney went home to be with his Lord Tuesday, June 3, 2014 at the MD
Anderson Cancer Center of Houston, Texas having attained the age of 72
years, 11 months and 4 days. He will be sadly missed, but fondly remembered
by all those that knew and loved him.
