SFC (Ret) Wayne Elbert Wright, son of the Russell E. and Daisy (Walls)
Wright, was born March 12, 1933 in Bloomington, Indiana. He passed away
Wednesday, August 26, 2015 in his home having attained the age of 82 years.

Wayne wanted to join the United States Army, but in order to do so, he had to
have someone sign for him. He spent the next 21 years in the military and
served his country faithfully. He earned several awards and commendations;

Conduct Medal (2nd Award), Driver & Mechanic Badge, National Defense

After retiring from the military, Wayne began working for EDP for the next five
years.

He was
also a member of the Plato Masonic Lodge and the National Rifleman
Association.
